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Obijective: This study aims to compare Clausewitzian strategic
judgment with Kant’s synthetic a priori judgment, focusing on
points of divergence and the ways in which the Clausewitzian
model may revise or correct the Kantian framework.
Methodolgy: The research adopts a qualitative approach and is
applied in nature. It was conducted using the phenomenological
method.

Findings: Based on qualitative analysis, 153 open codes were
identified. These were categorized into two main categories
using MAXQDA2020 software: (1) Kant’s synthetic a priori
judgment (comprising 18 open codes and 4 conceptual themes),
and (2) Clausewitzian strategic judgment (comprising 135 open
codes and 10 conceptual themes). The study suggests that a
Clausewitzian variant of the Kantian structure can be proposed.
In this formulation, politics may be understood as the role of
reason, and the reality of war—or more precisely, war itself—
replaces the empirical element. In a certain sense, strategy
assumes the position of understanding. Strategy, like
understanding, serves as an intermediary term between politics
and war.

Conclusion: In Clausewitz’s strategic judgment, the concepts of
strategy, tactics, friction, and center of gravity are intimately
connected with empirical reality, in contrast to the Kantian
model of judgment. Within the Clausewitzian model, politics
substitutes for reason, war replaces the empirical element, and
strategy takes the place of understanding as conceptualized in
Kant’s system. Here, it is "strategy" that mediates between the
demands of politics and the reality of war—that is, between the
aspiration to construct an abstract, unifying fiction and the
tendency toward the dissipation of chaotic and decentralized
energy (friction).

Introduction

The mechanism of reason necessitates the faculty of judgment,
which serves as the foundation for command in the context of
warfare. Clausewitz regarded this process of judgment as the most
essential quality of a military leader. In contrast, Kant
conceptualized judgment as the capacity to interpret perceived
circumstances and to apply existing frameworks to novel situations.
Clausewitz demonstrated that this method of acquiring knowledge
was indispensable due to the prevalence of friction, chance, and
uncertainty—factors that generate rapidly evolving scenarios distinct
from past experiences. While Kant’s notion of determinative
judgment—defined as the application of known concepts and
principles to specific instances—was indeed significant (especially
since the study of history and personal experience enriched a
commander’s capacity), Clausewitz emphasized the value of
reflective judgment. He contended that it is this form of judgment
that distinguishes great leaders. Unique and unprecedented
situations, according to Clausewitz, must be entrusted to individual
judgment and innate talent (Aron, 1985, p. 26).
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Methodology

This study adopts a qualitative research design with a
phenomenological methodology. The  phenomenon  under
investigation is the category of "Clausewitz's strategic judgment.”
The principal aim of phenomenology is to distill individual
experiences of a phenomenon into a description of its essential
structure—that is, its fundamental nature (Creswell, 1997, p. 79).
Accordingly, this research seeks to articulate the essence of
Clausewitz’s concept of strategic judgment as experienced and
interpreted in the philosophical domain.

Findings

To elucidate the essence of Clausewitz’s strategic judgment, this
study explores the philosophical parallels and divergences between
Clausewitz and Kant. Like Kant, Clausewitz anchors his
philosophical framework in the concept of synthetic knowledge.
However, Clausewitz diverges slightly from the Kantian model. For
him, theory is assessed based on its applicability to real-world
conditions, as opposed to relying on the abstract notion of
"experience" (or merely "possible experience") as its benchmark.
Clausewitz endeavors to conceptualize synthesis in a context marked
by pervasive uncertainty, where calculations must respond to fluid
and dynamic variables. Consequently, in Clausewitz’s view, strategy
operates within the empirical realm. It is through strategy and the
calculated application of force that reality becomes intelligible.

Conclusion

Clausewitz positions strategic judgment as a functional equivalent to
the Kantian synthetic a priori judgment. Unlike Kant’s model,
strategic judgment cannot depend on the abstract unity of a priori
concepts to constitute objects. Instead, Clausewitz introduces an
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alternative unifying principle: the “center of gravity." For
Clausewitz, when unity or internal coherence is at issue, it is the
metaphor of the center of gravity that provides interpretive clarity.
The concepts of friction, strategy (as strategic judgment), tactics,
and center of gravity are all intimately connected to the empirical
domain. A Clausewitzian adaptation of Kant’s philosophical
architecture can thus be proposed. Within this framework, politics
assumes the role of reason, while the empirical element is
supplanted by the reality of war. In this schema, strategy occupies
the intermediary position that understanding held in Kant’s system.
However, its function and mode of operation are distinctly altered.
In Kantian philosophy, understanding represents the domain of
possibility, capable of determining the form of experience a priori.
In Clausewitz’s theory, strategy performs a similar mediating role
between politics and war, but it does so within a dynamic and
contingent field shaped by the realities of conflict.
